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	Directions: 

From I-95 

Take Exit 46 (Elizabethtown/Fayetteville) toward Fayetteville. 

Continue to Exit 100 Owen Rd. Take exit and turn left.  Stay on Owen Drive as it winds around. It will change names after @ 6 miles and become the All-American freeway (landmark – Starbucks on the left). 

Go 8 exits. 8th exit is the checkpoint.  If you have a CAC card, follow signs to your right.  If you do not have a CAC card, follow signs on the left and stop at Visitor Center.  You will need your driver’s license, proof of insurance and registration card to get a temporary pass.  When leaving checkpoint, take Gruber exit (furthest right).  Turn right.  Go to 3rd stoplight (Reilly Rd.), go through light to next right – Marion St.  Turn right.  Go straight - the statue of COL “Bull” Simons will be on your left.  Turn right into the parking lot at the rear of the museum.
