Course Description:  This course provides U.S. Army Soldiers and noncommissioned officers with tactical and technical knowledge and skills needed as a member of a CA Team.  Students learn 38B (Skill Level 1 thru 3) individual critical tasks required of these tasks, that are required to support civil affairs operations (CAO) and civil-military operations (CMO).  Learning focuses on the CA core tasks (Support to Civil Administration, Foreign Humanitarian Assistance, Populace and Resources Control, Nation Assistance, and Civil Information Management). Students also receive training in CA engagements (including Adaptive Thinking and Leadership, Negotiations and Mediations); application of Civil Information Management; and CA Methodology (including application of regional analysis.)  Students also participate in a module that trains individual and collective tactical skills that enhance their ability to conduct CAO.
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
