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Major General Bennet S. Sacolick assumed
command of the U.S. Army John F. Kennedy
Special Warfare Center and School on August 17,
2010. Sacolick enlisted in the United States Army
in 1981 and was assigned to 2nd Ranger Battal-
ion prior to attending Officer Candidate School.
He was commissioned as an Infantry Officer in
June 1982. His military education is consistent
with that of a career Special Forces officer and
includes a master’s degree from Central Michi-
gan University and an Army Fellowship at the Central Intelligence Agency.
