Prerequisites:  Sister Service Commissioned Officers in grades O-2 to O-4 and Allied Officers in grades O-2 to O4.  (NOTE:  See ATRRS for class dates and other course prerequisites.)

	
Course Description:  Students from the allied and sister services, through this course, will gain an understanding of the significance of the Civil Affairs organization that is essential to the conduct of unified land operation.  They are able to articulate the role of Civil Affairs in support of special, conventional and joint forces operations and plan, execute and transition tactical level CA operations (CAO) in support of civil-military operations (CMO).  Students learn a systems approach to regional analysis, with the desired outcome being an increase in their cultural competencies and an understanding of countries or regions based on the application of the PMESII-PT operational variables (Political, Military, Economic, Social, Information, Infrastructure, Physical environment and Time.)  CAO training focuses on the civil affairs core tasks (support to civil administration, foreign humanitarian assistance, populace and resources control, nation assistance and civil information management); engagements (including adaptive thinking and leadership and negotiations and mediations); methodologies and combat skills.  Finally, they apply knowledge of Civil Affairs during the Civil Affairs CULEX (Operation SLUSS-TILLER) and demonstrate proficiency in each 38A individual critical task.
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
