Days of  Remembrance – Yom Hashoah

The Holocaust spanned years with suffering and death spread throughout these years of terror.   Yom Hashoah is a time to remember the victims - those who survived, and the many more who did not.  There are various beliefs about what is and is not appropriate on this day - and many of them are conflicting. In general, Yom Hashoah has been observed with candle lighting, speakers, poems, prayers, and singing. Often, six candles are lighted to represent the six million victims. Holocaust survivors speak about their experiences or share in the readings. Some ceremonies have people read from the Book of Names for certain lengths of time in an effort of remembrance and to give an understanding of the huge number of victims. Sometimes these ceremonies are held in a cemetery or near a Holocaust memorial.  This year’s theme is “Memories of Courage”. 

A VICTIM OF THE HOLOCAUST

A story of a real person who lived during the Holocaust
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nearby town and had four children.  I was a merchant who owned a stall at the public market.

Two of my grown sons moved to the Hungarian capital of Budapest.  My wife and I remained in our rustic and multi-ethnic hometown under Romanian rule.  We lived near our oldest daughter and other son.

The Hungarians marched into our town and annexed it to Hungary.  Hungary then became an ally of Nazi Germany.  New laws were instituted limiting the rights of Jews.  Germany occupied Hungary four years later, and my family was moved into a ghetto established by Hungarian officials for the Jews in my town and surrounding communities.

My family and I were among the 8,000 Jews deported from my town to Auschwitz.  Upon arrival I was sent to the gas chambers and died there.  I was 79 years old.
