Lieutenant Henry O. Flipper






















General Benjamin O. Davis, Jr. – Class of 1936.  He was given the silent  treatment by white cadets who tried to force him to quit.  He graduated 35th in his class of 276 and became the first Black graduate from West Point in the 20th century.
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Colonel Charles Young  - third Black graduate in 1889.  COL Young was the first Black officer to obtain field-grade rank.  He was the highest-ranking Black U.S. Army officer during World War I.  He died January 8, 1922.





Langston Hughes is a famous African-American poet.





Lieutenant Henry O. Flipper - first Black graduate in 1877.








Henry O. Flipper (1856-1940) was the first Black officer  to graduate from the United States Military Academy at West Point in 1877.  During his assignment with the 10th Calvary, Flipper came under attack by his fellow officers and was charged with “embezzling public funds”.  Flipper was discharged in 1881 for conduct unbecoming an officer, although charges were never proven against him.  In 1976, the Army reviewed the charges against LT Flipper;  they were dropped and an Honorable Discharge was issued posthumously.
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
