LT Flipper – A Success

John F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center and School, Fort Bragg, NC - February  6, 2002, MG Altshuler hosted the annual USASOC celebration of Black History Month.  The play, “Held in Trust” was performed by Bob Snead.  The play related the life and story of LT Henry O. Flipper…the first Black cadet to graduate from West Point.  The city of Fayetteville’s Mayor, Honorable Marshall B. Pitts also attended the event.
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Medal of Honor – One Woman Stands Alone
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“Traditional Roles” Changed for Women and Men

In 1901, the Army Nurse Corps became a permanent part of the Army Medical Department.  Until May 2000, no male has ever held the Corps’ Chief position. In fact, men were not allowed to hold a commission in the Army Nurse Corps until August 1955, when legislation was passed to allow them. On 1 May 2000, Brigadier General William T. Bester became the Chief, Army Nurse Corps.

President Andrew Johnson awarded Dr. Mary Walker, a surgeon in the Civil War, the nation’s highest honor.  The citation reads…“Whereas it appears from official reports that Dr. Mary E. Walker, a graduate of medicine, has rendered valuable service to the Government, and her efforts have been earnest and untiring in a variety of ways, and that she was assigned to duty and served as an assistant surgeon in charge of female prisoners at Louisville, Ky., upon the recommendation of Major Generals Sherman and Thomas, and faithfully served as contract surgeon in the service of the United States, and has devoted herself with much patriotic zeal to the sick and wounded soldiers, both in the field and hospitals, to the detriment of her own health, and has also endured hardships as a prisoner of war four months in a Southern prison while acting as contract surgeon; and Whereas by reason of her not being a commissioned officer in the military service, a brevet or honorary rank cannot, under existing laws, be conferred upon her; and Whereas in the opinion of the President an honorable recognition of her services and sufferings should be made:  It is ordered, That a testimonial thereof shall be hereby made and given to the said Dr. Mary E. Walker, and that the usual medal of honor for meritorious services be given her.” 





Dr. Walker's medal was rescinded 1917 along with 910 others after a review of all Medal of Honor recipients that year.  President Carter restored it on 10 June 1977. 





A 20¢ stamp honoring Dr. Mary Walker was issued in Oswego, NY on June 10, 1982. The stamp commemorates the first woman to have been awarded the Congressional Medal of Honor and the second woman to graduate from a medical school in the United States.
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
