Women’s History Month

By authority of Public Law 100-9, we celebrate March as Women's History Month.  This year's theme is “Women Pioneering the Future,” incorporates both pioneering women from United States history and innovative women of today.  

The purpose of Women's History Month is to increase consciousness and knowledge of women's history: to take one month of the year to remember the contributions of notable and ordinary women, in hopes that the day will soon come when it's impossible to teach or learn history without remembering these contributions.  

Women’s Making History
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CSM Michele S. Jones made history last year as the first female selected as the Army Reserve Command Sergeant Major.  She is the 9th Command Sergeant Major of the Army Reserve.  CSM Jones is very familiar with Fort Bragg and the USACAPOC community, previously serving as the First Sergeant for the Troop Program Unit.   

Captain Karen Meeker of the 4th Psychological Operations Group, Fort Bragg, NC has made history by being the first woman chaplain in Army Special Operations and the first woman chaplain to become a jumpmaster.   Meeker received her master’s degree from Harvard Divinity School in 1994.

March 3, 1913 - The day before Woodrow Wilson was to be inaugurated as President, a grand march was held to support Women's Suffrage in the United States. Five to 8,000 women marched from the U.S. Capitol past the White House that day.   This march is credited as one of the major events leading to the ratification of the 19th Amendment giving women the right to vote.

Susan B. Anthony, and many other suffrage supporters, remained single because married women could not own property in their  own right and could not make legal contracts on their behalf.

Interesting Woman…Do You Know Their Historical Contribution?

Mary Anderson noticed that streetcar drivers had to open the windows of their cars when it rained in order to see, as a solution she invented the windshield wiper in 1903.  The wipers were standard equipment on all American cars by 1916.  

Edith Flanigen was the inventor of a petroleum refining method and is considered one of the most inventive chemists of all time.  
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Elizabeth  Blackwell graduated first in her class in 1849, becoming the  first woman to graduate from medical school, the first woman doctor of medicine in the modern era. 
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Stephanie Louise Kwolek invented a material five times stronger then steel called Kevlar.  Because of its unique combination of properties, Kevlar is used today in a wide variety of industrial uses.  

Ellen Ochoa invented optical analysis systems and was the world's first Hispanic female astronaut.  

Rebecca Pennock Lukens took over her husband's iron mill in the mid-nineteenth century, and ran it so well that it still exists today.
