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Profile of an Asian-American 
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Asian-Pacific Month Celebration

Asian-Pacific Month became Public Law 102-450 on October 28, 1992.   During May we honor the achievements of Asian-Pacific Americans and recognize their contributions to the United States. Back in June 1977, Representatives Frank Horton of New York and Norman Y. Mineta of California introduced a House resolution which called upon the President to proclaim the first ten days of May as Asian-Pacific Heritage Week. In May 1990, the holiday was expanded further when President George H.W. Bush designated May as Asian Pacific American Heritage Month. May was chosen because two significant events in history took place during that month: Japanese immigrants first arrived in the United States on May 7, 1843, and the transcontinental railroad was completed on May 10, 1869 (Golden Spike Day). The theme for the 2002 National Asian-Pacific Heritage Month is “Unity in Freedom.”

While 104 Asian Pacific Americans were awarded the Distinguished Service Cross for actions during World War II, only two were awarded the Medal of Honor during that timeframe, Private First Class Sadao S. Munemori and Sergeant Jose Calugas.  In June of 2000, President Clinton approved the Army's recommendations to present the Medal of Honor, the nation’s highest award for valor to 22 Asian Pacific American World War II veterans.
Citation - Private First Class Sadao S. Munemori 

He fought with great gallantry and intrepidity near Seravezza, Italy. 

When his unit was pinned down by grazing fire from the enemy's 

strong mountain defense and command of the squad devolved on him 

with the wounding of its regular leader, he made frontal, l-man  attacks

through direct fire and knocked out 2 machineguns with grenades. With-

drawing under murderous fire and showers of grenades from other enemy emplacements, he had nearly reached a shell crater occupied by 2 of his men when an unexploded grenade bounced on his helmet and rolled toward his helpless comrades. He arose into the withering fire, dived for the grenade and smothered its blast with his body. By his swift, supremely heroic action, PFC Munemori saved 2 of his men at the cost of his own life and did much to clear the path for his company's victorious advance.
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                           Citation -  Sergeant Jose Calugas

The action for which the award was made took place near  Culis, Bataan Providence, Philippine Islands, on 16 January 1942.  A battery gun position was bombed and shelled by the enemy until one gun was put out of commission and all cannoneers were killed or wounded.  Sgt. Calugas, a mess sergeant of another battery, voluntarily and without orders ran 1,000 yards across the shell-swept area to the gun position. There he organized a volunteer squad which placed the gun back in commission and fired effectively against the enemy, although the position remained under constant and heavy Japanese artillery fire.
