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Native American History Month
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The purpose of Native American History Month is to honor and recognize the original peoples of this land.  Although the first "American Indian Day" was declared by the State of New York in 1916, a month long recognition of Native Americans was not achieved until 1990. 

Native American History Month
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There are six Iwo Jima Flag Raisers on the photo, four in the front line and two in back.  The front four are (left to right) Ira Hayes,  Franklin  Sousley, John Bradley and Harlon Block.  Ira Hamilton Hayes is a full blood Pima Indian and was born in Sacaton, Arizona, on the Pima Reservation.  His Chief told him to be an "Honorable Warrior" and bring honor upon his family.  Ira was a dedicated Marine and World War II hero.  Quiet and steady, he was admired by his fellow Marines who fought alongside him in three Pacific battles. 
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Charles Chibitty, 78, was honored Nov 30, 2001 as the last surviving World War II Army Comanche "Code Talker" during a ceremony in the Pentagon's Hall of Heroes.  Chibitty received the Knowlton Award in recognition for the role he and 16 other Comanche Indians played in cloaking military messages on the battlefields of Europe.  The Comanche’s frustrated enemy code
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breakers by translating Army messages into their native language.  The enemy never broke the code.

The Sacagawea Golden Dollar coins debuted in January 2000.  Sacagawea, a Shoshone Indian, replaces suffragette Susan B. Anthony as the image on the dollar coin.  Without Sacagawea's navigational, diplomatic, and translating skills, the famous Lewis and Clark expedition would have perished.  
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Colorado's senior U.S. Senator Ben Nighthorse is the only American Indian presently serving in the United States Senate, and is one of 44 Chiefs of the Northern Cheyenne Tribe.  Campbell is a renowned jewelry designer, athlete, and trainer of champion quarter horses.  He is a three-time U.S. Judo champion, participated in the 1964 Olympic games and is a Gold-Medal winner in Pan-American Games of 1963.
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
