Battalion, 75th Ranger Regiment in May 2007 whereérved as a Grenadier, Machine Gunner, and
Machine Gun Team Leader.

His military education includes the Basic Airbo@eurse, Ranger Indoctrination Program, and the U.S.
Army Ranger Course.

His awards and decorations include the Ranger Caimbat Infantryman’s Badge and the Parachutist
Badge. He has also been awarded the Army Achieviektedal with two oak leaf clusters, Army Good
Conduct Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Afghtan Campaign Medal, Irag Campaign Medal,
Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, and the Ai®ayvice Ribbon.

He was posthumously awarded the BroStr Medal and Meritorious Service Medal.

Jankiewicz is survived by his father Anthony Jankiz of Stroudsburg, Pa., and Serena Jankiewicz of
Ramsey, N.J.
