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1.  This memorandum lists the required uniforms and equipment for all Soldiers attending the Tactical Skills & Robin Sage phases (TS/RS) of the Special Forces Qualification Course (SFQC).  This packing list supersedes all previous packing lists. Only the equipment and uniforms authorized by Army Regulations and / or issued by Fort Bragg CIF will be utilized during the conduct of TS/RS.  Substitute or civilian items of equipment to include items issued by previous commands are not authorized unless specified by this memorandum.  

2.  4th Battalion TACs are responsible for ensuring all students comply with this packing list.  Failure to comply WILL result in the student being administratively dropped from TS/RS.  4th Battalion will provide all TS/RS students with a copy of this packing list and ensure compliance prior to the course start date.

3.  All Soldiers will arrive with serviceable uniforms and equipment.  Very Limited DX is available at Camp Mackall. Students must ensure that their equipment is serviceable prior to arrival for training. TS/RS does NOT provide supplies for students’ personal use; to include batteries, tape, pens, paper, etc.  Students MUST arrive prepared to attend the ten week course.

9. Additional numbers of items on the mandatory and recommended packing list i.e. 6  OCP pants instead of 4 can be brought.  All items must fit into or be attached to the outside of the large rucksack and kitbag/duffle bag on the packing list (i.e. sleeping bag attached to bottom of rucksack frame, 2 quarts attached to the rucksack). The FLC/LBE/LBV will be worn during the ride to Camp Mackall.  

10. PROHIBITED ITEMS.  Prohibited items are any and all items not listed on the Mandatory, Recommended, or Optional list.  Students will be checked and equipment inventoried for packing list compliance prior to beginning training.  Failure to comply with the packing list will result in the student being administratively dropped or relieved from TS/RS.  

11.  No student will be allowed to load the truck for transportation to Camp Mackall/TS/RS with more than 1 ea rucksack and 1 ea kit or duffle bag.  

12.  Students are permitted to bring commercially procured professional study materials/ guides/ handbooks.  Cadre will have final determination on appropriateness of material. Materials deemed inappropriate will be collected, tagged, and secured by Cadre.  

13.  NOTES:

NOTE 1) Minimum of 2 pairs of AR 670-1 compliant boots will be brought to TS/RS.  Only AR 670-1 compliant boots are authorized to be worn during training; Hot Weather and/or Intermediate Cold Boots, insulated 200 grams.  Boots may not be altered in anyway, except for sole replacement (waffle soles, etc.).  One set of AR 670-1 approved Cold weather boots will be required 1 October through 30 March. (Winter classes)   Civilian boots are authorized for wear only when in Civilian clothes, at discretion of Cadre during Unconventional Warfare training.

NOTE 2) Eye glasses are required for those personnel with a military prescription.  Contact lenses will not be worn.

NOTE 3) CIF issued ECWS parka and trousers are MANDATORY during WINTER classes. Army PCU level 5/6 may substitute during summer classes.

NOTE 4) Students will be authorized limited use of the shopette during the course.  Students are encouraged to bring all required toiletries, tobacco products, etc. to last the duration of course.  Cadre will inform students on case by case basis of when they are authorized use of shopette.

NOTE 5) ACH helmet with OCP cover, modified chinstrap assembly, and foam impact pads x7 ( 1x Crown pad, 2 x trapezoid pads, 4x oval pads).  Impact pads must be the ACU colored pads.  NO BLACK ACH pads are authorized.

NOTE 6) Wristwatch should be durable and dependable.  No GPS or wireless data transfer capable wristwatches.

NOTE 7) Cold weather gear that is required during 1 October through 30 March.  Students will sew “Cat-eyes” on PT/Watch caps for field use. 

NOTE 8) Required for Simuntions training as per USASOC Reg 385-1.  CLEAR Ballistic eye protection (Goggles) that meets APEL validation requirements.

NOTE 9) No civilian GPS units of any kind will be allowed, student will be issued the "Defense Advanced GPS Receiver" (DAGR) for use in TS/RS.

NOTE 10) Prohibited items include Cellular Phones, Alcoholic beverages, compression type T-shirts, MP-3 players, IPODs, cameras, voice recorders, ANY media storage devices, any other electronic devices not listed above, or any other item not specifically authorized IAW this packing list.

NOTE 11) An additional military style-commercial rucksack may be used, at the discretion of cadre.  MOLLE rucksack must be brought as a mandatory item.

NOTE 12) Multi-Cam/OCP: Standard issue only.  NO Patagonia/CRYE uniforms, nor “Combat Shirts” authorized.

NOTE 13) FEMALE Students are authorized sports bra/cotton underwear in subdued or natural color, i.e., white, black, tan, brown, etc.

NOTE 14) KNEE pads are NOT authorized for wear during the course.  This includes pads that are concealed inside the knee patch of the uniform trouser.

NOTE 15) CAC/ ID card should be validated on an Army network computer prior to arrival.  CAC cards are required for conduct of peer evaluations and end of course critiques.

NOTE 16) NO refillable E-cig/Vape devices authorized.  

14.  There are no barber/haircut facilities located at Camp Mackall.  Students will arrive with a fresh haircut IAW AR 670-1.

15.  Failure to arrive to Camp Mackall without the required minimum packing list will result in removal / automatic RECYCLE from the course.  



16.  Possession of any unauthorized item is a Violation of the Student Honor Code and will result in immediate RELIEF from the Tactical Skills/Robin Sage Phase of the SFQC.
