Your orders bringing you to Ft. Bragg should have a report date of not later than two weeks prior to the start date of your course. Report no later than that date to the Ft. Bragg reception station near the intersection of Reilly Rd. and Normandy Dr. At any time after that, but not later than 0800 hrs. on the Monday prior to the start date of your class you will report to Clay Hall Rm. C336 to in-process the Captain’s career course. You should be ready to train with all training distractors eliminated. You should also arrive in a deployable status with all medical, dental, immunizations and required training (see in-processing checklist attached) current due to the extensive amount of field time required over the next several months.

You must complete your in-processing of the installation prior to reporting to the SOF-CCC. This will allow you to concentrate on tasks required for course preparation (computer issue, security clearance verification, etc.) after you report to the course. All leave, permissive TDY, etc. must be complete prior to the report date. Per SWCS Reg. 350-12, any absence from training of more than eight hours is grounds for removal from the course.
