MEMORANDUM FOR Military Free Fall Jumpmaster Course (MFFJMC) Students

SUBJECT: Welcome Letter and Reporting Instructions


1.  Congratulations of your selection to attend the Military Free Fall Jumpmaster Course (MFFJMC).

2.  Reporting Instructions.  MFFJMC students will report to the Jumpmaster classroom, Bldg 219, on Yuma Proving Ground at 0700 on the ATRRS report date for in-processing.  The uniform of the day is the Duty uniform (i.e. service specific ACU, OCP, BDU’s ). 3.  Billeting.   Government Quarters are required on YPG.  Students will stay at the Candlewood Suits, IHG Army Hotel, Bldg. 506A for the duration of the MFFJMC course. Students will not arrive earlier than the scheduled report date. Reservations are made for all students with a reserved ATRRS seat from the report date to the graduation date depending on availability.  Call the Hotel prior to your arrival to confirm your reservation.

4.  Mess facilities.  Government mess facilities are not available on YPG.  Students will provide for their own meals during training.  Additionally, the commissary is closed Sunday & Monday, so plan accordingly.  Company B does not issue missed meals statements or meal cards

5.  Travel to and from YPG will be by commercial air to Yuma International Airport, Yuma, AZ and rental vehicle to YPG.  Students are expected to provide their own vehicular transportation for the duration of training.   

6.  It is imperative that all administrative actions or problems be settled with the student’s parent unit prior to the student’s departure from his home station.  The training site at YPG does not retain any administrative assets to handle such actions.  

7.  Prerequisites: Students must meet the following prerequisites in order to attend the Military Free Fall Jumpmaster Course (MFFJMC):

a. You must be assigned to or on orders for assignment to a MFF coded position and be a graduate from a USSOCOM recognized Static-Line Jumpmaster Course.

b. You must be a CURRENT Military Free Fall Parachutists; must have jumped in the last 6 months.

c. You must have a MINIMUM of 50 Military Free Fall jumps; civilian skydiving jumps do not count.

d. You must have a MINIMUM of 1 year on status as a free fall parachutist (1 year from the date of graduation from the Military Free Fall Basic Course, to the start of the MFFJMC).

e. You must meet the U.S. Army height and weight standards IAW AR 600-9.  Maximum student weight for course attendance is 280 lbs.

f. Any variation from the above standards requires a waiver from the 2nd Battalion, 1st Special Warfare Training Group (Airborne) Commander, U.S. Army John F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center and School, Fort Bragg, NC 28310. All waiver requests will be sent to advancedskillswaivers@socom.mil for approval. This waiver must be obtained prior to arrival and presented to the MFFJM Cadre on the report date, no exceptions.

8.  Students will report in with the following documentation:

a. Military ID Card.

b. Copy of travel orders through the duration of the course.

c. Current physiological training card, AF 1274, AF Form 702,   Navy Form 1550/28-NP-6 or USAAMC AA Form 484.  HAPS card must remain current through the completion date of the course.

{HAPS card must remain current through the completion date of the course. Must possess a copy of a current high-altitude, low-opening (HALO) physical examination IAW AR 40-501, Chapter 5, paragraph 5-3 and Chapter 8 para 8-14 and 8-19. Physical examinations are valid for five (5) years for all services. All personnel attending must possess DD form 2808 no exceptions. Physicals must remain current through the completion date of the course. Physical examinations are valid for one (1) year for individuals 45 years old or older. Complete medical records are not needed as per OTSG/MEDCOM Policy Memo 03-006 dated 24 MAY 05. Students attending a course will take their DD Form 2766, Adult Preventive and Chronic Care Flow Sheet to the training location along with a copy of their current HALO physical examination. If a student has a medical waiver they must present a copy to the instructor staff upon in-processing. Must have Five (5) copies of orders DD1610 attaching them to Company B, 2nd BN, 1st SWTG (A), for purpose of attending the MFFJM Course. Student must be a commissioned officer, warrant officer, non-commissioned officer, enlisted personnel, or a selected DOD person, or an allied nation service member, who are assigned to or will be assigned to a MFF position. Must meet the U.S. Army height and weight standards IAW AR 600-9. Maximum weight for course attendance is 280 lbs.}

d. Copy of a current high-altitude, low-opening (HALO) physical examination IAW AR 40-501, Chapter 5, paragraph 5-3 and Chapter 8 Para 8-14 and 8-19.  Complete medical records are not needed as per OTSG/MEDCOM Policy Memo 03-006 dated 24 MAY 05.  Students with disqualifying medical conditions must have an approved waiver in hand to enter training.  The USASOC Surgeon is the waiver authority for all required medical waivers.
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1) Physical examinations are valid for five (5) years for all services. Physicals must remain current through the completion date of the course.
    
2) Physical examinations are valid for one (1) year for individuals 45 years old or older. 

3) Physicals must be stamped and signed by a Flight Surgeon (FS),Dive Medical Officer (DMO) Underwater Medical Officer(UMO) or Aviation Physical Assistant(A-PA) and must state that the individual is cleared for MFF operations.  Any questions regarding medical documents may be directed to MFFMED@socom.mil.
     
e. Copy of USAJFKSWCS Basic Military Free Fall Certificate or Naval Parachutist Course Certificate (Dated Dec 03 or later).  USN and USAF who attended a service course prior to October 1995 are recognized and valid as MFFPC qualified (Reference USSOCOM 350-3, 20 SEP 05, pg. 28).  Army personnel who have attended the Navy OTAY Course must have attended the Training Support Package (TSP) afterword and been awarded a W8 identifier. 

f. Marines/MMPS students only: Copy of Multi-Mission Parachute Course (MMPC) Certificate.

g. Copy of a USAIS approved Static Line Jumpmaster Course Qualification diploma.

h. Copy of individual Military Jump Record, must have min. of 50 military parachute jumps signed by JM.  

i. Identification Tags for use during air week.

   j. Students are reminded that the use of Ephedrine and Creatine are prohibited and if found the student will be recommended for administrative dismissal from the course as per USAJFKSWCS policy. (See attached document).
 

9.  Packing List. Students are required to bring the following uniforms and equipment:  Failure to bring these items may result in dismissal from the course. Optional items are annotated at the end of the statement.

1 pr	Black or desert boots or service specific combat boot (lace through eyelet type). Boots with open hook eyelets are not acceptable for wear during MFF air operations. You cannot jump in high-top running shoes, or non-standard boots.
1 pr	Military-type gloves, leather-palmed.  During cold weather months, gloves should have good insulation without sacrificing dexterity.
1 set 	Duty uniform for graduation (i.e., ACU, BDU); headgear (ACU, BDU, beret or utility cap).
5 ea	T-shirts (tan, brown or green) for classroom instruction.
5 ea	Black running shorts or service equivalent for classroom instruction.
1 pr		Low top running shoes for classroom instruction.
1 set	Unit issue sweat suits or military issued cold weather gear may be worn during winter months.
1 ea		Notebook.
1 ea		Pen/Mechanical Pencil. 
1 ea		Reflective Belt. 
1 pr	Clear lens eye protection (you will be required to jump eye-pro behind NVGs.)  
1 ea	Personal laptop for lesson familiarization (OPTIONAL).
1 ea	GPS with glide ratio capability (ie. Garmin 401) optional
1 ea	Strobe w/ Velcro backing (able to secure it to your helmet)
1 ea	Green lights to secure to helmet (night Ops)
1 ea	Strobe light w/ IR cover
