GENERAL INFORMATION

1. PURPOSE:  Provide USSOCOM units with the information necessary to prepare students for the Special Warfare Operational Design Course (SWODC).

2. SCOPE:  This memorandum covers the administrative requirements for the SWODC.  This document is UNCLASSIFIED.  This information facilitates the proper preparation of the individual, prerequisites, and orders for attendance to the course.   

3. GENERAL:

a. The Special Warfare Operational Design Course (SWODC) trains and educates students in the art of Special Warfare Campaign Planning. A technical Unconventional Warfare operational planner capable of analyzing, assessing, and developing regional resistance and surrogate capabilities in permissive, uncertain and hostile environments through PE and SW activities in support of theater and national objectives. An adaptive problem solver with the capacity to understand and implement the unique requirements associated with developing the components of a resistance (Guerrilla Force, Underground and Auxiliary) and articulating those requirements to commanders, staff and other USG entities at the operational level. Capable of participating in campaign design and planning to facilitate development of theater level UW operational and contingency plans to support the GCC and strategic level decision makers.

4. STUDENT INFORMATION:

a. Prerequisites. This course is open to USSOCOM Active-component and National Guard DoD and Joint Service Members. Students must have orders to attend the course, and meet the following course prerequisites:

1) Must be USSOCOM component qualified Officers (O3-O5), Warrant Officers (W1-W5), or Enlisted Soldiers (E6-E9), or select U.S. Interagency Civilians.

2) Must have a minimum two years of SOF experience at the tactical or operational level.

3) Must possess a current SECRET security clearance.

4) Any variation from these prerequisites requires a waiver from the 6th Battalion, 2nd Special Warfare Training Group (Airborne) Commander. For information regarding waiver requests, students should contact the SWODC NCOIC or 6th Battalion S3.

5. REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS:

a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Students will report NLT 0800 hours on Day 1 of the course, to the SWODC classroom which is located on the far right (east) side of BANK HALL IN ROOM 332. Students who are TDY WILL NOT schedule travel the day of graduation any time before 1800. Students will either hand carry or email their JPAS memo to the SWODC NCOIC. Additionally, students will also bring a copy of their SRB for in-processing the first day of the course. SWODC cadre will meet students outside of the classroom for in processing.

b. Students must have all their affairs in order prior to in-processing. No time will be available during the duty day to perform other non-course activities after in-processing. Students missing more than eight hours of class instruction will be recommended for drop from the course. Students will not be excused from any class instruction without prior approval from the SWODC instructors. There are no airborne operations scheduled in the course, prior to reporting students should be covered through the end of the course for parachute duty pay.  

c. Uniform. Reporting uniform is OCPs. The graduation uniform and the uniform for the final brief will be OCPs. The daily working uniform during weeks 3, 4, and 5 will be business “slicks/casual” and weather appropriate. Descriptions of attire expectations are listed below:

1) Business (“Slicks”). This refers to the attire worn in a conservative professional environment. For instance, overcoat (seasonal), suit jacket (seasonal), long of short sleeve dress shirt with tie (seasonal), dress slacks with conservative belt, conservative dress shoes, briefcase and umbrella (climatic).

2) Business Casual (“Sharp Casual”). This refers to the attire worn in an urban, high density development environment other than a strict conservative professional environment. For instance, sports coat, light jacket with windbreaker (seasonal), long or short sleeve button-down shirt (seasonal), long slacks (cotton; wool; polyester/cotton/wool blend, etc., no denim), conservative belt, conservative dress shoes, and umbrella (seasonal).

3) Casual. This refers to the attire worn in an urban, low-density development environment. For instance, seasonal jacket or windbreaker, pullover collared shirt or sweater (seasonal), long slacks (denim is acceptable), casual street shoes.

2) Security Clearance Verification Memorandum signed by the Bn S-2 or equivalent. (Must show the security clearance level, and date granted.) 

3) Military ID, Civilian ID card, and SIPR Token

6. AIRBORNE OPERATIONS: Students will not be excused from class to conduct airborne operations during training. Units should make every effort to ensure students do not report in a pay-hurt or pay-loss status.

7. MEALS: Attending students should be placed on full per-diem.  There is limited time to utilize Appropriated Funding dining facilities.  A refrigerator and a small microwave are available as limited time is given for mid-day meals.

a. Students will have access to ATMs, banking, and check-cashing facilities while at Fort Bragg, NC. 

8. PARKING:  Students should park in the designated student parking lot located to the south of Bank Hall.

9. RECOMMENDED READING: To familiarize with the course curriculum, students are should read JP 3-05.1, Unconventional Warfare and JP 5.0 chapter 4-5 on Joint Planning.
