GENERAL INFORMATION

1. PURPOSE:  Provide USSOCOM units with the information necessary to prepare students for the MISO Program Design and Assessment Course (MPDAC).

2. SCOPE:  This memorandum covers the administrative requirements for MPDAC. This document is UNCLASSIFIED.  This information facilitates the proper preparation of the individual, prerequisites, and orders for attendance to the course.   

3. GENERAL:

a. MPDAC trains and educates PO (CMF 37) Soldiers in MISO program development.  The course focuses on the integration of SOCOM MISO plans in support of TSOC and GCC requirements.  Students will synthesize national/theater strategies with ongoing MISO programs to design enhanced PO campaigns ISO theater requirements.  Students will develop a draft MISO program focused on specific global and/or theater problem sets to be briefed to a J39 Staff and TSOC-level command.

4. STUDENT INFORMATION:

a. PREREQUISITES. This course is open to ARSOF, Reserve Component, and Joint Psychological Operations (PO) Officers and NCOs. Students must have orders to attend the course, and meet the following course prerequisites:

1) Must be an ARSOF, Reserve Component, or Joint service PO (CMF 37) Officer (O3-O5) or Non-Commissioned Officer (E7-E9).

2) PO NCOs must have at least 24 months operational experience.

3) Possess a current SECRET clearance.

4) Any variation from these prerequisites requires a waiver from the 6th Battalion, 2nd Special Warfare Training Group (Airborne) Commander. For information regarding waiver requests, students should contact the MPDAC Course Manager or 6th Battalion S3.


5. REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS:

a. All students will report in duty uniform to Bldg. D-3022 in Bay 2, C Co, 5th BN 1st SWTG (A) classroom, on the corner of Ardennes and Merrill St. on the first day of class NLT 0830.  This will be your place of duty during class hours for the entire course unless a different location is specified. Parking for Students will be at the Bank Hall Parking Lot. Do not park at C Co. parking lot. This is for Cadre use only.

b. If you have any obligations or appointments scheduled during class time, please reschedule prior to arriving.  You MUST attend all classes.  Make-up time is limited and will only be attempted for immediate unforeseen emergencies. Students cannot miss more than 8 hours of class time. The course will be in session from 0900 – 1700 each day.



c. Grooming. All students will be groomed IAW AR 670-1 (or service equivalent).

d. Uniform. Reporting and daily uniform is OCP with appropriate headgear (or your service equivalent uniform). 

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]GRADUATION: MPDAC graduation will take place in the classroom NLT 1700 on the ATRRS graduation date. You will not make travel arrangements that conflict with graduation.

7. TRANSPORTATION: 

a. Terminal Transportation. 

1) Course participants are advised to fly into Fayetteville Regional Airport (FAY).   FAY is approximately 15 miles (30 minutes) from FBNC and commercial rental vehicles are available. 

2) Participants may select choose to fly into Raleigh-Durham International Airport (RDU). RDU is approximately 80 miles (120 minutes) from FBNC and commercial rental vehicles are available. 

b. Daily Transportation. Transportation to/from BLDG D-3022 is unavailable and must be arranged by individual participant. 

8. TRAVEL ORDERS PREPARATION:

a. Student’s DD Form 1610 (Travel Orders) will be prepared as follows:

1) CHOOSE ONE OF THE FOLLOWING TWO STATEMENTS: “Traveler is eligible for & has been offered a Government Charge Card.” “Travel advance is not authorized.” – OR – “Travel advance is authorized.” (Use this statement if the traveler has applied for but has not received a Government Charge Card).

2) CHOOSE ONE OF THE FOLLOWING TWO STATEMENTS: “Rental vehicle is authorized” - or - “POV is authorized”.

9. PREPARING FOR THE COURSE: 

a. Students that do not have SOCOM network access, or require Army Knowledge Online sponsorship must contact the MPDAC Course Manager immediately to facilitate network access prior to arriving to the course.

b. Prior to the course start date, students should complete the following actions to facilitate administrative setup in preparation for instruction:

1) Possess a SIPR token.

2) Set up individual SIPR Intelink account (passport) if you do not have one already. Then, open your Inteldocs tab to activate your folder, and forward your username (which may differ from your email) to the MPDAC Course Manager for entry into the MPDAC group folder in Inteldocs. This will be used for reference material and submission of SIPR products.

3) Request access to your regionally affiliated COCOM and TSOC portals on SIPR.

4) Complete the following four hours of pre-requisite distance learning on JKO and email your certificates of completion to SFC Ceballos: 

· J3OP-US1143 JFC 100 Module 3:  Joint Operations (2 hrs)
· J3OP-US1145  JFC 100 Module 5: Joint Operations Planning (2 hrs)

5) Be familiar with the Commander’s Handbook for Strategic Communications and Communication Strategy (Can be found in the “Must Read” folder within the Blackboard Reference folder).

c. SWCS Blackboard is used throughout the course. You will be given immediate access to the blackboard site where you will have early access to the homework folder

1) In order to register for MPDAC Blackboard, please ensure that your AKO user name is active so that you can be placed into Blackboard for academic purposes. After verification please contact the MPDAC Course Manager for entry into Blackboard. 

2) Blackboard has a learning module that consists of reading assignments and comprehensive homework should be completed prior to reporting for this course. 

3) This material is crucial for better performance throughout the course duration and constitutes 10% of the overall grade.
