SPECIAL OPERATIONS FORCES SURVEILLANCE AWARENESS (SOF-SA)

1. PURPOSE:  Provide USSOCOM units with the information necessary to prepare students for the Special Operations Forces Surveillance AWARENESS (SOF-SA). 

2. SCOPE:  This memorandum covers the administrative requirements for the SOF-SA course. This document is UNCLASSIFIED//FOUO. The term SOF-SA used in this memorandum is a general description of the techniques, tactics, and procedures taught during the course. This memorandum facilitates the proper preparation of the individual, their equipment, orders, and other requisite information for course attendance.

a. The SOF-SA is a classified course of instruction based at Fort Bragg, NC. SOF-SA is a 4-week surveillance-awareness centric course that implements a blended curriculum of force protection tactics, techniques and procedures, which provides assistance to all Special Operations to plan, prepare, and safeguard current and future operations. The course requires students to participate in classroom instruction and practical exercises in rural and urban environments. Must have a valid U.S. state driver’s license and a current certificate from the Accident Avoidance Course (AAC) for Army Motor Vehicle Drivers in order to in-process on Day one. The AAC is required for Individuals (military / civilian) driving Army Motor Vehicles (AMV) and/or GSA vehicles.

b. SOF-SA students will conduct training in the Fayetteville, NC area and in the National Capital Region (NCR), which encompasses Northern Virginia, Southern Maryland and Washington DC.

1) Students should make hotel reservations TDY to Ft. Bragg, NC for 13 days. Per Diem JTR rate including incidentals (Fayetteville, NC $109.00 for lodging and $56.00 for MI&E). 

2) Student TDY to Northern Capital Region (NCR). Per Diem at $76 MI&E a day including incidentals, (Students do not need to arrange for lodging). The travel days to and from the NCR are at $56.00

3) Fort Bragg-based students are not authorized per diem while in the Fayetteville, NC area.

3. STUDENT PREREQUISITES:  

a. Possess the rank of E-6 thru E-8, W1 thru W3, or O-3 with a validated mission Requirement. Must have a minimum of one year SOF experience at the tactical level, (i.e. ODA, Ranger Regiment).

b. Must meet the Army height and weight standards in accordance with AR 600-9.

c. Must be able to pass the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) in accordance with AR 350-41 and FM 21-20.

d. Must possess a current SECRET security clearance and all clearances will be verified by the 2nd SWTG (A) S-2. A memorandum from the candidates unit will not be accepted. Individuals without a verified clearance (as stated above) will not be admitted into the course. (NOTE: Soldiers requiring Interim clearances must have them issued from parent unit prior to their report date). 

e. Must possess a current ASOC Net NIPR account with password or CAC, a current AKO account or service component equivalent and possess basic computer literacy skills (latest versions of Microsoft Office/Windows).

f. Must be able to both communicate orally and write in English.

g. Must possess excellent time management and research skills.

h. Must have a valid U.S. state driver’s license and a current certificate from the Accident Avoidance Course (AAC) for Army Motor Vehicle Drivers in order to in-process on Day one. The AAC is required for Individuals (military / civilian) driving Army Motor Vehicles (AMV) and/or GSA vehicles.

1) How to enroll: Web-based training available on the CRC website –https://www.lms.army.mil

a. Log on with your AKO credentials (Access and Password)

b. Type “accident” in the Catalog Search engine blank and click “Go”  

c. Click on the Army Traffic Safety Program, Accident Avoidance Course for Army Motor Vehicle Drivers, click “Register” for the course and follow the procedures to begin your training.  Log on with your AKO credentials (Access and Password)

d. You must turn off your “Pop-Up Blocker” or you will never see the course.

e. Click “Launch Content”

i. Must have all personal and legal affairs in order prior to attendance. Students who are absent for more than eight hours of training will be recommended for relief from the course.

j. Must be aware of Joint Travel Regulations restrictions and requirements for the current reduced 75% rate environment IAW JTR para 4250. Entering into short-term leases prior to learning course requirements could result in student financial liability. The course requires students to travel and dual lodging is not authorized due to a greater than 7 day CULEX.

4. CLOTHING AND EQUIPMENT:  

a. Students are required to wear civilian clothing throughout the course. Students will attend the course in proper attire. Attire will range from roughs to business casual, and is dependent on scheduled training.

b. Students are expected to pack appropriate civilian clothing for changing social environments and locations. Students will be required to dress appropriate to their operational environment during training. Clothing appropriate to one social environment may not be acceptable in a different environment in the same city.
c. Students are not required to make non-reimbursable purchases during these training evolutions and will not be negatively evaluated based on those situations.

d. Refer to USASOC Regulation 700-84, Civilian Clothing Allowance (CCA) for guidance on CCA request and approval. (See Enclosures 1 and 3) this is a responsibility of the student’s parent organization.
  
5. GROOMING STANDARDS:  

a. Students are NOT authorized relaxed grooming standards. Students will report IAW AR 670-1 grooming standards.

b. Students on relaxed grooming standard orders from their parent unit (signed by O-5) need to bring supporting documents from their parent unit.

6. FUNDS:  

a. Students will report to the SOF-SA with an active U.S. Government Corporate Credit Card with a $10,000.00 Credit Limit, and a $2,000.00 Cash Advance Authorization.

b. Credit limits and cash advance authorizations must be completed and approved by parent units prior to course attendance. The Fort Bragg Finance office cannot provide student travel advances.

7. TRAVEL ORDERS:  All students attending SOF-SA will need travel orders with per diem variations authorized due to training conducted away from Fort Bragg. (See Enclosure 2)The Remarks block should be written as follows (use a continuation sheet): 

8. BILLETING:  

a. Fayetteville:  Students should contact the local hotels in the Fayetteville area to obtain lodging.  Students will not stay at the Extended Stay Deluxe at 4105 Sycamore Dairy Rd. Fayetteville, NC due to problems in the past with hotel security and unauthorized entry into student rooms.  Proximity to training venue is preferable, Ramsey Street and Andrews Road offer hotels and apartments that provide lodging IAW JTR and DTS restrictions and are favored.  The Sycamore Dairy / McPherson Church Road area provides lodging in proximity to service industry food selections and are 20 minutes from the training facility, based on traffic.

b. NCR: SOF Surveillance Detachment will provide lodging for students while training in the NCR.

9. TRANSPORTATION:   

a. Rental Vehicles. Rental cars. One rental car per student (authorized in their TDY orders) is necessary for Local and TDY student transportation. All students will be required to purchase fuel. (See Enclosure 2 & 3)

b. Airline tickets. Parent units must provide personnel with airline tickets to and from the course location as per TDY travel orders.

10. REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS:  A welcome letter will be sent to all confirmed ATRRS students detailing reporting instructions, required documents, and equipment.

a. Reporting. All students will report to the student entrance on the west side of Bldg. O-9135, Eureka Springs Training Facility (ESTF) at 0900 hours on the first day of the course with the following:

1) Dressed in appropriate civilian attire (Business Casual).

2) All TDY or Attachment orders

3) Functional Government Credit Card with appropriate credit limit.

b. Inclement weather

1) If Fort Bragg is closed on the reporting date due to inclement weather, class report date will be on the first duty day following the closure at 0700.

2) If Fort Bragg is delayed on the reporting date due to inclement weather, class report time will be the designated opening time of Fort Bragg.

11. WEAPONS:  Privately owned weapons are NOT authorized at any time throughout the duration of the course.

12. PROCEDURES FOR REQUESTING WAIVERS:  All candidates for the SOF-SA must meet the pre-requisites as described in this document. If the SOF-SA candidate does not meet the prescribed pre-requisites, then a waiver is required. Waiver approval authority resides with the 6BN Commander.
